Make a playdough monster

Easy No Cook Recipe for Playdoh
Ingredients

2 cups of plain flour

1 cup of salt

1 tablespoon of oil

1 cup of cold water.

(2 drops of food colouring)

Remember that you do not need to add
food colouring. You can leave your
monster to dry and then paint him or
her.

When the paint dries, you can brush
over your model with pva glue as this
will stop the colours from fading away.
